Runners Requirements 

Introduction

The Can You See Me Now? performers/runners team is comprised of members of Blast Theory, it’s associate artists and local performers/runners to the host venue.

Local performers/runners need to be:

Physically fit, confident, with good improvisation skills. Neither acting nor performing in the traditional sense is necessary.

Alertness, concentration and enthusiasm are important. Performers must work as part of a team and be supportive of one another.

Performers/runners maintain their own kit and handheld devices and run up to 3 hours a day at the following dates:

April, 18th afternoon – introduction and rehearsal – time tbc

April, 19th 5pm (start of 1st performance 7 pm)

April, 20th 5pm (start of 2nd performance 6pm)

April, 21st 5pm (start of 3rd performance 6pm)

The most challenging part of the job (apart from running for up to 3 hours each day) is to maintain the live walkie talkie commentary. Performers must announce what they are doing; coordinate with the other runners; respond to online player messages on their PDA; describe the local geography, describe local events (the weather or rush hour, for example); give technical information suitable for live streaming; go offline to report other technical problems to the Game Manager; give periodic overviews of the entire game and create a social richness to the game world. An understanding of Global Positioning System (GPS) and Global Packet Radio System (GPRS) would be ideal but is not essential.
